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These five brief scales give you a good picture of early cognitive and motor development. Appropriate for children from birth to 5 years and 8 months, the Mullen Scales measure the following:

Colorful manipulatives and updated artwork make the scales attractive to children. An Early Learning Composite score is also generated. The child's strengths and weaknesses are clearly shown on the Mullen Profile Form.
